Our phones have become a fixture of our daily lives, yet they still don’t seem to quite understand us.
Our team is aiming to bridge the gap between person and personal device. We call that bridge: Companion.

50 years into the future there won’t be five apps to perform one function. You won’t have Facebook messenger,
Skype, and SMS installed on your phone. There will just be: Messenger. The OS itself is the driver of everything
that the user wishes to perform. 

When we interact with current voice-based AI like Siri, Cortana, or Google Now, we limit our everyday language 
to match what we think those AI can understand. In turn, we end up sounding like robots saying keywords that we 
think the AI will understand. 

Companion moves away from this as there are no longer technological limits on language comprehension. 
We want users to speak conversationally to Companion as if it were a friend. We also want users to use 
Companion like they would as if it did not have any limits in its capabilities.

All of the navigation in Companion can be handled by voice, the screen is primarily reactive rather than 
interactive. There are some instances where it makes sense to pinch and zoom, or to tap, but for the most 
part, getting around Companion is done strictly through voice.

There are going to be times where talking “out loud” is not desirable. This is where the feature 
“Mumble” comes in handy. Companion will still be able to understand even the faintest of speech 
by the user. Google has already patented such a technology: 

Talking edges helps bridge the gap between Companion and the user. As Companion talks, the 
edges of the screen will light up based on the fluctuations of Companion’s voice. While this is very 
subtle, Talking Edges makes Companion even more personable to the user. 

Calling in Companion is very simple. Say who you want to call to Companion and your call will begin. 
For example, “Let’s call Morgan Knox to see how she’s doing today”. 

The status manager in Companion is the default screen. 

It will remind the user about various occurences, like new messages or packages that 
have arrived. The status manager will integrate with all other features in Companion to 
provide relevant and useful reminders based on how the user goes about their daily lives.

The tutorial will be a tooltip that will show up when new users are just starting out with 
Companion. For example, the tooltips below show users how to use voice interactions
to create new to-do’s and note entries. Other apps will have this feature in a similar manner. 
The rainbow wave indicates that the users voice is being received by Companion.

Answer Engine is exactly what you think it would be. Ask any question to Companion, and Companion will 
be able to provide an intelligent answer. From shopping for clothes, answering math problems, to finding 
which friend it was that started the letter “A”, Companion can figure it out. 

Reading messages is fairly standard where you can look at recent messages from various contacts or 
companies. As shown earlier, messages will come up in the notifications, and sending messages is as easy 
as “Can you tell Amanda that I’m going to be late?” or “Reply back saying that I accept their offer!”. 

Companion offers the user AI-based phototaking. Companion will know when to take just 
the right shot as you hold the device steady. If you want to be more traditional, you can simply 
say something like “This looks good” or “Take shot”. Companion will also post-process your image 
to make sure it looks the best it can.  

Companion can browse albums/songs that you’ve purchased and it can play the songs as you would expect. 

Easily browse through your photo gallery while also being able to see images individually. Even if you don’t 
remember a particular memory, Companion won’t forget and will give you all the details for that nostalgia trip.

Companion’s calendar gives you various options to see your events. You can quickly see what you’re 
supposed to do in the month or week while also being able to get into the nitty-gritty details.

Quickly see your recent notes while also diving into invdividual ones. Don’t forget that Companion can also 
intelligently find the notes you are looking for based on the context. 

To-do’s are a feature to help the user stay on track and get things done. To-do’s marked
in green are complete (and subsequently disappear), to-do’s marked in yellow are pending,
and to-do’s marked in red are overdue.
 
Users can check their progress with the statistics feature.

Companion has simple clock tools that allow you to record runs, activities, and also wake you up in the 
morning.
